FOR ORDERS SENT TO NAVMEDLOGCOM

1.
On Shared Procurement Contracts where NAVMEDLOGCOM is listed as the Navy Ordering Office you should submit your requisitions to NAVMEDLOGCOM.  Ordering this way will SAVE your command the DSCP surcharge, which varies from 3.9% to 16% of the order cost depending on the contract.

2.
To place a Shared Procurement order with NAVMEDLOGCOM, send a completed Request for Contractual Procurement (NAVCOMPT Form 2276), providing an appropriate line of accounting, a complete "Ship To"/"Mark For" address, a command point of contact with telephone and FAX numbers, and the completed COL to:
