BioMedical and Facilities System (BIOFACS)

A centrally managed automated preventive maintenance system for use by BioMedical maintenance personnel. NAVMEDINFOMGMTCEN is the project manager and NAVMEDLOGCOM is the functional manager for this system.

Comptroller/Fiscal Officer

The official in an accountable activity assigned the responsibility for maintaining the official fiscal records of plant property and maintaining the official financial plant property records.

Contingency Medical Equipment
This equipment is also known as stand‑by equipment.  It is maintained by MTFs and DTFs for contingency or expansion purposes.  Some contingency medical equipment items are maintained in accordance with requirements of the CNO, and others may be maintained at the option of the command.

Defense Medical Standardization Board (DMSB)
This DoD organization is responsible for coordinating the clinical, technical, and logistical aspects of medical materiel and standardizing medical materiel for use by all military Services, both for war reserve and peace‑time operating stock.  DMSB will consist of at least one medical department officer at or equivalent to the pay grade of 0‑7 or above from each of the military Services.

Directory of Supplementary Medical Items (DSMI)
A catalog of nonstandard items that have been assigned NSNs.  It is published quarterly by DPSC.  (Replaced by DoD Medical Catalog.)

Equipment Control Number (ECN)
A unique fiscal control number assigned to each OP equipment item by the requesting activity.  ECNs will be preceded by the activity's five‑character UIC, followed by a dash.  The ECN consists of six characters, the first two indicating the FY in which the item is first budgeted.  The third and fourth digits will be "IH" for NAVOSH equipment and "IT" for FIP equipment.  The last two digits can be any combination of letters and numbers.  For other medical equipment, the last four digits can be any alphanumeric combination.

Equipment Identification Number
A unique identification or registration number assigned to each class 3 and class 4 plant equipment item by the activity first placing the item in use.  For property accountability purposes, the identification number will be marked or affixed on the item and entered on the property record cards.

Equipment Manager
An individual appointed by the Commanding Officer and/or designated by Billet Code whose primary assigned responsibility consists of comprehensive management of the medical/dental equipment within the activity or region assigned.  Comprehensive management includes planning, receipt, installation, maintenance, inventory, replacement, and 

disposal.  The equipment manager assists the fiscal office in budgeting, property accounting, reconciling discrepancies, and financial record reporting.

Equipment Program Review Committee (EPRC)
This committee will be established at each activity and used to plan, budget, approve, and prioritize equipment acquisition.

Expendable Property
Property that is consumed in use, or property that loses its identity in use, and all items not consumed in use with a unit price less that the micropurchase threshold (currently $2,500) and not otherwise classified as real property, plant property, minor equipment, or durable property, or items that are being accounted for at the discretion of the commanding officer.

Materiels Handling Equipment (MHE)
All self‑propelled engine or motor‑driven vehicles designed to facilitate the handling of material in warehousing, loading, and unloading operations.  It includes warehouse tractors, forklifts, pallets, platforms, and straddle‑carrying trucks; conveyors and conveyor systems; and mobile cranes.
Medical and Dental Equipment 
Consists of devices used in the medical and dental diagnosis, therapy, and treatment of injury or disease.  This equipment consists primarily of FSC 6500 items that are standardized by  DMSB and are procured by DPSC for the Surgeon General to implement health service support for the Navy.  It also 

consists of similar commercial, nonstandard items used primarily in fixed treatment facilities to provide patient care.  The equipment is maintained and repaired by the BMET or DET organic to the BMED/DED of the MTF or DTF.

Office of the Assistant Secretary of Defense, Health Affairs (OASD(HA))
Secretary of Defense‑level organization that coordinates, standardizes, and oversees military health service programs.  This includes pre‑procurement review and approval of new major items of medical equipment or systems with a total cost of $1,000,000 or more.

Shared Procurement
A congressionally mandated program for the purpose of saving money in the procurement of medical equipment by consolidating the purchasing power of the DoD, DVA, and DHHS.

Type I Complaint
Initiated when a medical supply, medical device, or equipment item is determined by use or testing to be harmful or defective to the extent that its use has caused or may cause illness or death. Immediate action will be taken to report such items and suspend them from use.

Type II Complaint
Initiated when medical materiel other than equipment is suspected of being harmful, defective, deteriorated, or otherwise unsuitable for use.  Expeditious action will be taken to report such items and suspend them from use.

Type III Complaint 
Initiated when equipment is determined to be unsatisfactory because of malfunction, design deficiency, defects, faulty materiel, workmanship, or performance.  A Type III complaint does not necessarily require suspension of the item.
