MEDICAL TREATMENT

Minor Injuries: On-site medical personnel.

Major Injuries: 

· Primary: Treat on board BHR.  Immediately notify the Medical Regulating Watch (MWR) in the Landing Force Operations Center (LFOC) by quickest means possible.  MWR immediately notify the Commander, Amphibious Task Force (CATF) Surgeon and the Medical Regulating Control Officer (MRCO) of all major casualties.

· Secondary: Hamad General Hospital.  Country's emergency services telephone: 999; note that operators may not speak the English language. NOTE: USE ONLY FOR LIFE AND DEATH EMERGENCIES WHEN COMMUNICATIONS CAN NOT BE ESTABLISHED WITH BHR AND/OR ADDITIONAL DELAY IN TRANSPORTING TO BHR WOULD JEOPARDIZE THE PATIENT'S HEALTH.
